What can the minor injury unit treat? 

✔	Stitch and close
wounds

✔	Remove splinters

✔	Remove foreign bodies
from ears, noses etc

✔	Dress minor wounds,
cuts and grazes

✔  Apply plaster of paris 
to broken limbs

✔  X-ray arms and legs  

✔	Sprains and strains
